Although nurse staffing has been found to be
related to patient mortality, there has been
limited study of the independent effect of work
schedules on patient care outcomes.

Materials and Method: In this study, 30 abstracts from two
Iranian journals and 30 abstracts from two international
journals were chosen and compared based on Swale's and
Nwogu's model. Chi-square test was utilized to detect the
possible differences.

Results: The results showed that Iranian and international
abstracts were significantly different in providing "indicating a
gap" and "indicating non-consistent results'. No other significant
differences were observed in the analysis.

Conclusion: The findings can be incorporated in teaching
materials for writing courses and encourage Iranian ESP
teacherstoward more research-based teaching. It also seems that
further studies are needed for other aspects of writing.
